In the Gospel of Luke, we are invited into Jesus’ resurrection with the words from
Luke 24:2-3, “ 2 They found the stone rolled away from the tomb, 3 but when they
entered they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus.” Imagine the astonishment
that these women had as they wondered: ‘what happened to Jesus’ body? Who
has taken his body away and where is He?’ Like the first witnesses on Easter
morning, we stand in amazement for what God has done for us when Jesus came
out of that tomb. Jesus wasn’t just crucified, but He also rose back to life from
the dead!

But the fact of Easter isn’t only to lead us to praise to God for Jesus dying and
being raised for us. Jesus’ resurrection should also lead us to obedience to what
Jesus desires us to do. We are also to tell the story of Easter. The women in Luke
24 were the first proclaimers of Easter and they shared the truth of Easter to
Jesus’ own disciples. As we’re told in Luke 24:9, “When they came back from the
tomb, they told all these things to the Eleven and to all the others.” Like the
women and the disciples, so we are to tell others about our risen Jesus. This
Easter, may we be encouraged by the message of hope and encourage a lost
world to be transformed by our resurrected Lord!
